Fh229 Francis Bowling and wife Mary (------) Bowling had children christened: John Thomas 1807, Elizabeth J. 1819 and Mary Suzanna 1824, all in Charles County, Maryland. (169)  Francis and Theresia Bowling had a daughter Anne Maria Bowling christened 1832, Catholic church, Mattawoman, Charles County, Maryland. (814) 
 John F. Bowling witnesses 1816 a will of Joseph Mudd in Charles County, Maryland. (191) We never did find out what happened to William Bowling (Fh777) and his wife Mary Boone Bowling and their 3 children.  It *might* fit, if William Bowling died before 1806, and then this Mary--who could be Mary Ann Boone, sister of Mary Jane, daughter of John and Ann Hardy Boone--could have requested a dispensation to marry close kin named Bowling...dispensations were required to marry 1st cousins, and probably for in-laws, too. (1372) Do you have the exact wording of the record where Mary Boone requested a dispensation to marry Francis Bowling?  I have complete dates for John Thomas,  Elizabeth Julia and Mary Susanna, but only years for Christina Dorothea and Jane Amanda.  Nothing for Elizabeth Ann or John Francis (younger). It is obvious Mary Boone was related to her Bowling husband because of the dispensation requested--we don't know for sure if she was married before.  We also know her husband was a Bowling because of the children's names in the 1839 will. (1372) I never did figure out who Francis Bowling belonged to before he married Mary Boone, but I didn't have him down as the same John who married Eleanor Miles anyway--all because of the children born to Mary Boone after 1808.  I have to admit, I tried very hard to make Francis Bowling who married Mary Boone into John Francis Bowling (Fh425),  but the dates just didn't mesh. I've always had to list them as them separate Bowlings with the similar names, and I'm not too happy about it either! (1372) There are simply no good candidates for Mary Boone's husband. (1372) I still get the feeling we have a missing link in there someplace--perhaps a son of Thomas or Francis Bowling (both of whom supposedly died unmarried). Another candidate is a son I have listed for Joseph Bowling and Catherine Queen named Francis.  I don't have any more on him. (1372) Church records say John THOMAS Bowling was born to Mary and Francis Bowling March 7 1807. GM listed as Jane Boone. We never determined with certainty if GM stood for Godmother or Grandmother. (1372) Mary Bowling's will, dated 1839, curiously mentions youngest son John Francis Bowling, and later mentions eldest son John F Bowling.  I've wondered if that John F Bowling wasn't supposed to be John T Bowling. Why call the same son eldest and youngest at the same time? Birth records exist for both a son John T (elder) and a son John F (younger). The way that middle initial is written in the will, it can be read as an F, or T or even an I. (1372) We never found out why Mary Boone needed dispensation to marry John Francis Bowling. (1372) We never found what happened to William Bowling, son of Joseph and Catherine Queen Bowling.  I still see people trying to say he married Mary Boone (we know his wife was Mary _____), and that the reason for the dispensation request was because Mary wanted to remarry to he own brother-in-law. Remember, the records say Mary BOONE requested dispensation to marry Francis Bowling, not Mary BOWLING. (1372) If there is another brother to William and John Francis Bowling named Francis, perhaps he holds the key. I have to dig through my notes to see if I have anything more on that.  I recall I started looking, but I don't recall why I stopped. I was either side-tracked by another problem or I ran out of likely records. I never did finish digesting all the notes I have from the Orphan's Court, but I do recall deciphering that middle initial (T, F, or I???) in all the records was a real problem in sorting it all out. Thomas and Eleanor (Hatton) Brooke. (7) James Bowling's first wife was Ann Speake, who had a brother Thomas Speake. (7) James Bowling had a will dated 1692 in St. Mary’s County, Maryland. The will was probated in 1693. He names wife Mary Brook. He further names his brother Thomas and his nephews, sons of Thomas: Roger and John. (72)  James Bowling had a will dated 1692, probated 1693 in St. Mary’s County, Maryland. In the will he names his brother Thomas, a cousin Bowling Speake, wife Mary, Father-in-law Henry Darnall, nephews, sons of Thomas, John and Roger. (7)(72)  James Bowling in his 1692 will, St. Mary County, Maryland, names his brother Thomas Bowling (Fh670). Also names his wife Brooke, daughter of Major Thomas Brooke and Eleanor Hatton. He names as overseer of his will his “father-in-law, Henry Darnall” who was step-father of his wife, Mary Brooke.  He mentions a cousin by the name of Speake, his nephew John Bowling. James Bowling came to Maryland about 1649. He must have had a first wife Ann who came to Maryland in 1659. After James Bowling died his wife Mary married Benjamin Hall. (176) James Bowling had land 1668 in St. Mary’s County, Maryland. (191)  James Bowling had a will 1692 Liber P.C., No. 1, Folio 84 in St. Mary’s County, Maryland. (603) Capt. James Bowling/Bowlin had a will 1693 in St. Mary’s County, Maryland (Part 4-2A, 60; 2, 272). (829)  James Bowling was born in England 1636. He probably had brothers Thomas (Fh670) and John (Fh361) and a sister Elizabeth who married about 1665 Thomas Speaks of Virginia. James Bowling transported himself to Maryland about 1649. He was a landowner in St. Mary’s, Charles and Talbot Counties, Maryland. He owned “Bowlingly” in Talbot County, Maryland. He returned to England in 1658/9 where he married Ann(e) -----. He returned with her to Maryland in 1659. He married second Mary Brooke. After James Bowling died his widow married second to Benjamin Hall and third in 1721 Henry Witham. (96)  James Bowling (1636-1693) arrived in the Maryland province in 1649 from Lancashire. He became associated with other Catholics who eventually settle on Boarman’s Manor in what is now Charles County, Maryland. He had no children from his three marriages. In England the family can be found frequently in their home parishes of Standish and Leyland in Lancashire, where they are marked as recusants (that is, Catholics required to pay a tax for their refusal to attend the Church of England). They seem to be a fairly simple family, shoemakers by trade when they came to the Chesapeake. (975) James Bowling was born 1636 in England died1692/1693in St Mary's County, Maryland. Roger never chose to come to Maryland, so his brother received Roger's land. William Bowling was the youngest head of household in the 1810 census of Washington County, Kentucky. I believe that he was the son of John Bowling (Fh447) also in that 1810 census. (465) William Bowling is in the 1810 Census of Washington County, Kentucky. Males 00010 and Females 00000. So only William age 26-44. (ancestry.com and HeritageQuest. com) I have tentatively placed William Bowling (Monica Johnson) (Fh785, 8J) as the son of Joseph Bowling and Catherine Queen (Fh453, 8J) of Charles Co.  Joseph Bowling was a son of William Bowling, Sr (Mary Boarman) (Fh755, 8J); William Bowling Sr was a son of John Bowling (Mary Langworth) (Fh355, 8J), then John was a son of Thomas Bowling (Elizabeth (Wheeler?)) (Fh670,8J). (1372) I do not believe that William (Fh785) was the son of John Bowling Fh447. (1372) A descendant kit 1500 tested into DNA 8. William Bowling was on the 1810 Census of Washington County, Kentucky. (1155) William Bowling was an executor of a will of Joseph Johnson 1826, Washington County, Kentucky. The will names Joseph Johnson's daughter Monica Bowling and grandchildren James Bowling, Joseph Bowling, Sary Ann Bowling, Kitty Ann Bowling and Elizabeth Bowling. James was given land suggesting that he at least was not a minor. (7) William Bowling (Fh785) and Monica Johnston Bowling were both still alive and presumably in Washington County in 1837 when they transacted a land bond for their son, James William Bowling, who had inherited the land from his grandfather, Joseph Johnston. James William Bowling sold that land in 1845 when he was 23 years old and moved to Daviess County, Indiana; in the land deed to Elizabeth Doyle, it says his mother was dead by then (she had the right to live there until her death). (1372)  He may be a son of John Bowling (Fh358) and Mary Green; or Joseph Bowling (Fh453) and Catherine Queen; or James Bowling (Fh255) and Marianna Read. Could William Bowling (Fh777) and William Bowling (Fh785) be the same person, with Mary Boone as a first wife? Not proven. If they are same person, with Mary Boone as first wife, then he would be the son of Joseph #453. There is circumstantial evidence that his father may be James Bowling (Fh255) and his mother is Marianna Read. William Bowling was executor of the 1826 will of Joseph Johnston in Washington County, Kentucky. Will names daughter, Monica Johnston Bowling, bequeaths land to grandson James W. Bowling, and a slave, Benjamin to grandchildren Joseph Laymon Bowling and Kitty Ann and Elizabeth Bowling. (My copy of will did not mention Sary Ann Bowling.) William Bowling (Fh785) purchased the W-NW Section 15 of Township 3N, Range 5W in Daviess County, Indiana 18 Mar 1839. (Indiana Land Entries-Vincennes District-1807-1877)  The Johnson/Bowlings of Nelson County, Kentucky are closely intermingled with William and Monica Johnson Bowling and I do not think that they came from Virginia (as some sources in this book indicate).William is on the 1830 Census with wife age 30-40 (Monica) and 7 children. James William Bowling (son of William and Monica) had six known sisters, Martha Mary, Lucinda Adeline, Elizabeth, Catherine, Mary Jane and Sara Ann. Four were married in Daviess County, Indiana between 1838 and 1847 (Elizabeth, Catherine, Lucinda and Mary Jane)...and the ages fit the census records. Martha Mary Bowling is living with James and Mary Jane Bowling Brown in Martin County, Indiana on the 1850 census. Martin Co Marriage records show her married to Thomas J. Brown. Matthew and Sarah Ann Bowling Riney sold land in Daviess County, Indiana to James Ignatius Spalding, father of Cecelia Ann, the wife of James William Bowling. Some of the marriages and baptisms of this Bowling family are recorded in the records of St. Mary's Catholic Church, Barr Township, Daviess County, Indiana. The St Mary's County History by Regina Coombs page 94 says: BOWLING, William occupation-farmer  District-Lower Newtown  1802 to Jefferson County, Kentucky. The St Mary's County Deed records show William Bowling selling off many household items and livestock in Feb 1804 and again Mar 1807. The will of James Bowling #255 Charles Co, MD 1767 lists wife 'Margamare' or Mary Ann as Admtrx, sons William (b. May 1765), Alexius (Aloyisus?Lewis?) (b. Feb 1763) and Phillip (b. July 1761).  The will of Marianna Bowling of St Mary's County, Maryland, Nov 1793 mentions son Lewis, granddaughter, Marianna (and her unnamed brothers and sisters). Will of Lewis Bowling, St Mary's County, MD, May 1795 mentions his brother, William, his niece Marianna Bowling, his nephew Lewis Bowling, and his nephew (William) Ignatius Bowling. The death records of St. Rose in Washington County, Kentucky list Joseph Bowling, Jr. July 5, 1837. Is this the son Joseph Laymon Bowling?  (1372) St. Rose, Springfield, Kentucky church records, Martha Mary Bowling, daughter of William (Fh785) and Monica Johnson Bowling, baptized 4 Sept 1832, sponsor Sally Greene, (1372) Known children of William (Fh785) and Monica (Johnson) Bowling would then be: James William b. 18 Jan 1823, Sary Ann  (Sarah?), Kitty Ann (Catherine?), Elizabeth, Joseph, Martha Mary born 1832. (1372) William Bowling (Fh785)--most likely born about 1765 in Maryland and first married in Maryland. William Bowling died between 1840 and 1850 in Daviess County, Indiana; probably buried at St. Mary's Cemetery, Barr Township, Daviess County, Indiana with wife, Monica Johnston, in the old pioneer cemetery in unmarked graves.  Monica Johnston was the daughter of Joseph Johnston who left a will in 1826 in Washington County, Kentucky--she had a sister Elizabeth Bowles, and a brother, John Johnston. I have not found a marriage record for my Monica and William. There is one in another Kentucky county for "Monacha" Johnson and William Bowling--but it shows a second marriage for William a few years later, and I know my ggg grandmother was definitely Monica. (1372) William Bowling Fh785, farmer of Lower Newtown left Maryland for Jefferson County Kentucky in 1802 and this is from the book, "St. Mary's County, Maryland History 1634-1990" by Regina Combs Hammett page 94. She cites her source as Bayly Ellen Marks' doctoral dissertation on a study of St. Mary's County, Maryland from 1790-1840 "The Rage for Kentucky" is one of the chapters. (1372)(1490) On 1810 Washington County, Kentucky census- a William Bowling- living alone- over 26, under 45. (1372) On 1820 Washington County Kentucky Census-William Bowling- 2 males under 10, 2 males 10-16, 1 male over 45;  1 female 10-16, 1 female 26-45, 2 slaves. (1372) On 1830 Washington County, Kentucky Census-William Bowling-1 male under 5, 1 male 15-20, 1 male 60-70, 2 females under 5, 3 females  5-10, 1 female 30-40; next door is Joseph Bowles. (1372) Two microfilm records from St Mary's County, Maryland, Deeds: Feb 6th, 1804  William Bowling to John Simms- animals and personal property. Mar 10th, 1807  William Bowling to Montgy (Montgomery?) Dupont(?) and Tarlton—personal property. (1372) William Bowling bought land 18 Mar 1839 #27271 in Daviess County Indiana--80 acres-- the West half of the NW Section 15, Twp 3 North, Range 5 West. (1372) On 1840 Daviess County, Indiana Census-William Bowling-1 male 15-20, 1 male 80-90; 1 female 5-10, 2 females 10-15, 1 female 40-50. (1372) William and Monica Bowling are not on 1850 Indiana Census but their son is listed: James William age 26, farmer, b. Kentucky with wife Celia, 22. (1372) The William Bowling (Fh785) who married Monica Johnson, is not the William Bowling who married Sarah Snodgrass, on 27 March 27, 1821 in Harrison County, Kentucky, because my William was still married to Monica in 1837. (1372) My William Bowling who married Monica Johnson...they had daughters named:

If he is the same William Bowling I think he is (son of James Bowling and Marianna Read)--then he had a brother Lewis who died in 1795, and two sons  Lewis, and William Ignatius, and a daughter,  Marianna. (1372) My ancestor, William Bowling Fh785 is in DNA group 8.  He was born in Charles Co, MD about 1763 (census records), and died in Daviess Co, IN abt 1843 (census records).  He is probably the son of Joseph Bowling and Catherine Queen. He married Monica Johnson, daughter of Joseph Johnson also of Charles Co.  Joseph Johnson took his family to Washington Co, KY and he died there in 1826, leaving a will, naming both his daughter and son-in-law, Monica Bowling and William Bowling. The only marriage record to be found for William Bowling and Monica Johnson is the one in Harrison Co, KY 17 April 1814. (1372)

William Ignatius Bowling was in the Revolutionary War from Maryland.  He applied for a pension, 1818, St. Marys County, Maryland.  He was aged 58 years i.e. born about 1760.  William Bowling died 1820.  In 1838 there was a widow and at least two daughters Terecia Stirling and Ann Bishop. (7)  William Bowling was in the 1790 Census of St. Mary's County, Maryland with 2-0-3-0-5. (689)  William I. Bowling had a Revolutionary War Pension, January 1820.  He was a private on the Maryland Line. (780) William I. Bowling (Fh919), St. Mary's County., Maryland, Pension started 6/21/1818, age 60; died Aug 8, 1820. (1414)
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
